Debt ors' Amended Chapter 12 Plan fil ed by Debtors on July 19, 1989, and
on t he Response to Mbtion to Strike Objection to Debtors' Anended
Chapter 12 Plan filed by Creditor, Ral ph McCorm ck, on July 28, 1989.
The Court, havi ng heard argunments of counsel, having revi ewed t he
Meror andumi n Support of Debtors' Mdtionto Strike Gbjection, and bei ng
ot herwi se advised in the prem ses, finds as follows:

1. Debtors, original Chapter 12 Plan was fil ed on March 31,
1989.

2. Secured O editor, Ral ph McCorm ck, did not object to Debtors'
original Chapter 12 Pl an.

3. Debtors fil ed an Anended Chapt er 12 Pl an on June 26, 1989,
treating Secured Creditor, Ral ph McCorm ck, in exactly the same nanner
asintheoriginal Chapter 12 Planfil ed by t he Debtors on March 31,
1989.

Pur suant t o Bankruptcy Code 11 U. S. C. 81223(c), the hol der of a
secured cl ai mt hat has accepted or rejected a pl an of reorgani zati on
i s deened to have accepted or rejected the plan as nodified unlessthe

nmodi fi cation provi des a change inthe rights of such hol der of the



secured cl ai mfromwhat ever such ri ghts were under the pl an before
nodi fi cati on.

That the Debtors' Anended Chapter 12 Pl an of Reorgani zation treats
the Secured Creditor, Ralph McCorm ck, as he was treated in the
original Chapter 12 Pl an of Reorgani zation and thereis nothinginthe
Pl an whi ch i ndi cates that thereis a nodification of therights of
Secured Creditor, Ral ph MCorm ck.

WHEREFORE, | T |I'S HEREBY ORDERED t hat :

A. Pursuant to 11 U. S. C. 81223(c), CGreditor Ral ph McCormck is
deened t o have accept ed Debt ors' Chapter 12 Pl an of Reor gani zati on and
t hat plan as anended on June 26, 1989;

B. The Motionto Stri ke Objectionto Debtors' Anended Chapter
12 Plan is hereby ALLOWED
